Part 3 — Dogs and Cats®

12.Straying Cats
(1) The owner of a cat must ensure that the cat:

(a) does not enter or remain on a property against the wishes of the
owner or occupier of that property; and

(b) is confined to the owner’s property, either within the dwelling or
another escape-proof building, between (as the case may be):

(i) 8.00 pm eastern standard time and 6.00 am the next day; or
(i) 9.00 pm daylight saving time and 6.00 am the next day.
Penalty: 20 penalty units.
@ A person is not guilty of an offence against sub-clause 12(1)(b) if:
(a) a practising veterinary surgeon has certified in writing that, in his or
her opinion, compliance with that sub-clause would cause

unreasonable detriment to the cat’s welfare; or

(b) the Council has varied or waived the requirements of sub-clause
12(1Xb), in writing, having regard to the particular circumstances.

3 If the Council varies the requirements of sub-clause 12(1)(b), the owner
must comply with the requirements of this clause as varied.

Penalty: 20 penalty units.

13.Fouling

The owner of a dog must ensure that faeces deposited by the dog in a public
place are removed and disposed of.

Penalty: 20 penalty units.

® Registration procedures for cats and dogs apply under the provisions of the Domestic ( Feral
and Nuisance ) Animals Act 1994 from April 1996. Under the provisions of that Act, dogs must be
confined to the owner’s property. or be under effective control while outside the owner’s

property.

Part 2 — The Keeping of Animals

8. Number of Animals Which May be Kept Without a Permit

) A person must not without a permit keep on a property more than the
number of animals indicated in the table set out at the foot of this clause.”

Penalty: 20 penalty units

[¢3) Despite subclause (1) a person must not without a permit keep on a
property in an urban area more than six (6) animals in total. This does not apply
to birds which are dealt with under subclause (3).

Penalty: 20 penalty units

3 Despite subclause (1) a person must not without a permit keep on a
property in an urban area more than eighteen (18) birds in total.

Penalty: 20 penalty units

9. Farm Animals Prohibited in Urban Areas

A person must not without a permit keep a farm animal in an urban area.

? Reptiles may only be kept in accordance with the provisions of the Wildlife Act 1975. Beehives
may only be kept in accordance with the provisions of the State section of the applicable Planning
Scheme and the related Code of Practice. Farm animals may only be kept in accordance with the
relevant Legisiation, Planning Schemes and Codes of Practice.
