GARDENING & 

GREAT GARDENS 

WORKSHOPS  

Co-ordinated the annual Waterwise Garden Competition, promoting the growth of waterwise plants and effi-
cient water use. Gardens are assessed on overall appearance, colour, tidiness and waterwise principles.  
Continued to promoted & distribute the Goldfields Waterwise Garden Poster and Local Native Plants pamphlet. 
KBULG also co-sponsored the Great Gardens Workshops in September. Participants in the workshops learnt 
how to adopt water wise principals in the garden and were given free native plants from KBULG.

Participants in the KBULG Native Plant Group continued to propagate local natives from seed & cuttings.  
Plants grown by the group were distributed to local schools and community groups free of charge. The Native 
Plant group now meets on the first Sunday of every month.

KBULG, continues to support Kalgoorlie-Boulder City Council with the Management of the Park. Cleanup days 
were held throughout the year with several groups, along with bush walks and school projects. KBULG is 
currently developing new interpretive signage for the park as well as an updated self guided walks brochure.

EDUCATION   

PROGRAM  

This year we introduced an advertising and education campaign for the community. Teaching them how to 
identify and how to remove the caltrop in and around the City. This was a focused advertising and media  
campaign to help the community to identify this weed. 

BOULDER MARKET 

DAYS  
We have the Bash the Trash van set up at the Loopline Park on some Market Days. The van helps to  
introduce KBULG to the constant new community that arrives in Kalgoorlie-Boulder every year as well as the  
broader message of  waste management. The focus on this campaign was the first 6 months of this period 

REGENERATION 

ZONES  
A series of fenced Regeneration Zones encompassing an area of approximately 3,500 hectares. Damaged  
areas of fence line have been fixed and awareness has been raised through the media and our newsletter. 
KBULG continues to promote and manage the zones. 

KBULG continues to liaise with the City of Kalgoorlie-Boulder and developers on planning for the North West 
Sector Development and subdivisions occurring around Kalgoorlie-Boulder. 

PUBLIC AWARENESS 

AND PROMOTION  
KBULG continues to get out and about within our community promoting the local environment. This is achieved 
by attending events like the Spring Festival, St Barbara's festival, schools and public/group forums.  

MEMBERSHIP  KBULG continues to promote its community services throughout the community and constantly strive to wel-
come new members. Community membership is free to join, with members receiving benefits such as receiv-
ing updates on KBULG events, info sessions and workshops.  In 2010-2011 we had over 500 members.  

JUNIOR LANDCARE  

Achievements 2010/2011 

RECYCLING  KBULG continues to support the City of Kalgoorlie-Boulder with public awareness, promotion and education 
relating to recycling and issues surrounding the waste cycle. KBULG was instrumental in lobbying council to 
implement Kerbside recycling in 2007. KBULG continues to lobby for business and commercial recycling. 

All 12 Kalgoorlie-Boulder schools were involved in the Junior Landcare Programme. In 2005 we had 50+ 
classes enrolled in the Junior Landcare Programme and in 2010 we had 115.

MEMBERSHIP

JUNIOR LANDCARE  
 

KBULGôs Junior Landcare Program  

continues to expand.  The aim of the  

program is to keep teachers and stu-

dents aware of, and involved in dealing 

with local environmental issues.  KBULG 

visits all Kalgoorlie -Boulder schools at 

the beginning of the year and informs 

staff about the Junior Landcare Program.  

Teachers are then encouraged to enrol 

their class in the program and participate 

in various activities throughout the year.  
 

Enrolled Junior Landcare classes receive 

a Junior Landcare Poster and can receive 

points throughout the year for being in-

volved in landcare activities both inside 

and outside the classroom.  
 

All schools and interested teachers have 

a comprehensive locally produced Junior  

Landcare Package which contains details 

of local environmental information and 

activities undertaken inside and outside 

the school. The package includes class-

room landcare activity sheets,            

environmental education resources, sug-

gested times for landcare activities such 

as tree planting and seed collecting, out 

of school activities, pre & post excursion 

activities and several pamphlets.  
 

KBULG regularly send updates,           

information and reminders via email and 

fax of any upcoming events.   

 

Through the Junior Landcare Program  

students  learn to appreciate local flora 

and fauna and are made aware of bush-

land management issues.  They are en-

couraged to think about these issues and 

ways they can help manage and resolve 

these issues.  
 

This year students in the program       

participated in a range of KBULG        

activities including tree planting, seed 

ball making and Bushwalks at Karlkurla 

Bushland Park, planting native gardens 

in their school grounds, class room pro-

jects, recycling activities, Waste Free 

Wednesday, making recycled art for the  

Reconstructed Art Competition and 

Schools Tidy Day.

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PROMOTING LOCAL NATIVE PLANTS  

 

KBULG receives many phone calls about  

gardening with local native plants from 

new and existing residents.  Residents 

are supplied with lists of native trees and 

shrubs suitable for planting in a        

Goldfields Garden plus our pamphlets 

and other reference material.  KBULG 

actively maintains and provides stock 

lists of nurseries providing and selling 

local Goldfields native plants.  

 

NATIVE PLANT GUIDE   

 

The Native Plant Guide was launched late 

May 2003 and continues to be well re-

ceived.  The book quickly became one of 

THE books to have if you wanted to learn 

or identify local  goldfields plants.    

 

KBULG produced the guide for local resi-

dents, school children and visitors to find 

out more about the native trees and 

shrubs of the Goldfields.  The book fo-

cuses on the flora in Karlkurla Bushland 

Park and the Goldfields and links in with 

the existing signage in Karlkurla Park.  

65 types of plants are featured in the 

book with a colour photo of each of the 

species. The book includes a description 

of each plant including its leaves fruit 

and flowers, the plants common,         

scientific and Aboriginal name, a dial 

showing flowering times, a map indicat-

ing where it can be found, and interest-

ing facts and uses of the plant.  

 

There is also a CD of KBULGôs Native 

Plant Guide available. The books and 

CDôs are continuing to sell well and are 

available from the KBULG office, Kalgoor-

lie Visitors Centre, Western Australian 

Museum Kalgoorlie -Boulder and the De-

partment of Environment and Conserva-

tion Kalgoorlie.   

 
 

WATERWISE GARDENING  

KBULGôs Waterwise Plants poster and  

Gardening with Local Native Plants pam-

phlet were completed and launched by  

Environment Minister, Dr Judy Edwards 

in November 2003.  These fantastic re-

sources continue to be distributed within 

the community and afar.  KBULG is look-

ing at up -dating this resource in the near 

future.  

KBULG gives community members the  

opportunity to purchase a selection of 

local native plants at the Boulder Markets 

and at community events throughout the 

year such as the Goldfields Spring      

Festival. KBULG staff and volunteers are 

on hand to provide information and ad-

vice on how to create waterwise gardens 

and answer any questions the           

community might have.  
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WATERWISE GARDEN COMPETITION  

 

Each Spring KBULG runs a Waterwise  

Garden Competition to promote, educate 

and raise public awareness on the use of 

water wise plants and efficient water use 

within Kalgoorlie -Boulder.  The competi-

tion is judged across 3 Categories: Resi-

dential, Commercial and Community.  

Gardens are assessed on their overall 

appearance, colour, tidiness and most 

importantly water efficiency.  

 

The 2010 Water Wise Garden Competi-

tion had many nominations across the 

categories with garden styles varying 

greatly; native, cottage, cactus, formal 

and informal gardens were all presented 

for judging.  

 

The judges were pleased to see many  

Kalgoorlie -Boulder residents making an 

effort to have gardens which are suitable 

to our semi -arid climatic conditions, but 

are also attractive, well -maintained and 

aesthetically pleasing.  It was also great 

to see that a number of residents are 

also maintaining their verges and reduc-

ing or removing altogether, high water 

use lawns and gardens.

ANNUAL TREE PLANTING DAY  

Each year KBULG organises a community 

Tree Planting Day to help re -vegetate 

bare areas of land in and around        

Kalgoorlie -Boulder. The 2010 Annual 

Community Tree Planting Day took place 

at Karlkurla Bush land Park.  

 Community response was again fantas-

tic with approximately 220 volunteers  

turning up to help plant  over 4000     

native trees, shrubs and ground covers. 

This year it only took 2.5 hours to plant 

the trees, an amazing effort by all.
